EXAMINATION STEPS AND PROCEDURES

Takes or verbalizes body substance isolation precautions

Prepare Patient:

Expose the patient's chest and back

Use discretion with a female patient

Have the patient sit upright if appropriate

Instruct the patient to inhale deeply and exhale slowly through the mouth
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Auscultate Lung Sounds:

Place diaphragm of stethoscope directly on patient's skin

Listen in aminimum of 4 fields anteriorly and posteriorly:
Anterior:
o 3finger breadths below the clavicle at the mid-clavicular line, compare
sides
-and -
e 6"intercostal space at the anterior axillary line, compare sides

Posterior:
e Attheinferior angle of the scapula, compare sides
-and -
o 3finger breadths below theinferior angle of the scapula at the level of
the diaphragm, compare sides

Determine the quality of breath sounds:
e Presence or absence
e Depth - shalow, normal, deep
e Quality - crackles, rhonchi, wheezing, clear
